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 • Bible uses send/sent more than 1000 

times,  more often about God. 

• God sends people with his word so that 

others will know him. 

• ultimately, finally, God sent his Son 

wrapped in our tattered, bruised, and 

broken flesh, so that we could know 

him! 

•  this is one of the main reasons we 

celebrate Christmas! 
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 • John 3:17 “For God did not send the Son into the world to 
judge the world, but that the world might be saved through 
Him.” 

•  John 3:34 “For He whom God has sent speaks the words of 
God; for He gives the Spirit without measure.”  

•  John 5:23 “So that all will honor the Son even as they 
honor the Father. He who does not honor the Son does not 
honor the Father who sent Him.” 

•  John 5:30 “I can do nothing on My own initiative. As I hear, I 
judge; and My judgment is just, because I do not seek My 
own will, but the will of Him who sent Me.”  

•  John 5:36-37 "But the testimony which I have is 
greater than the testimony of John; for the works which the 
Father has given Me to accomplish—the very works that I 
do—testify about Me, that the Father has sent Me. "And the 
Father who sent Me, He has testified of Me. You have 
neither heard His voice at any time nor seen His form. 
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• like God sent the OLD TESTAMENT 

prophets, God sent Jesus to tell

– Judgment and sin 

– holy living 

– blessing the earth 

– Faith 

– Power 

– God with us.

'But get up 
and stand on your feet; for this purpose I have appeared to 
you, to appoint you a minister and a witness not only to the 
things which you have seen, but also to the things in which I 
will appear to you; rescuing you from the Jewish people and 
from the Gentiles, to whom I am sending you, to open their 
eyes so that they may turn from darkness to light and from 
the dominion of Satan to God, that they may 
receive forgiveness of sins and an 
inheritance among those who have been sanctified by faith in 
Me.'
